Fabric Disclaimers

Due to the nature of the weaving process, some imperfection
in the weave is normal.

Roll direction cannot be reversed after a shade is ordered.

Fabric appearance can vary based on changing
lighting conditions.

Fabrics turned width for height (referred to as railroaded) may
curl along the edge. With extremely wide or railroaded shades,
a V shape may appear in the center of the panel. This is
expected behavior and occurs due to the weight of the fabric.
This is not a defect in the product.

Large Window Sizing

Some fabrics can be turned 90° clockwise (width for height)

to accommodate wider windows. In these cases some solar
fabrics can be seamed for longer lengths. Fabrics turned width
for height (referred to as railroaded) may curl along the edge.
This is not a defect in the product.

Light Control and Privacy

Privacy: Solar shades do not offer nighttime privacy —lighted
interiors allow inward visibility. If complete privacy is desired,
consider adding an additional window treatment.
